The charity’s aims are to develop mutual respect, understanding and cooperation amongst people of all faiths (and of none) in the Hull and East Riding area of Yorkshire, by 

a) providing a forum for dialogue between the faith communities and for the exploration of issues relating to them;

b) giving leadership with regard to raising common issues with the main public organizations, and providing a collective response; 
c) supporting the work of the Standing Advisory Councils for Religious Education (SACREs) in Hull and the East Riding of Yorkshire.
Who are we? A voluntary group, our current committee represents local faith communities including Bahai, Christians, Hindus, Humanists, Jews, Muslims, Pagans, Quakers, Sikhs. Founding members include officers of the two SACREs for Hull and the East Riding, the senior chaplains at Hull and East Yorkshire Hospitals NHS Trust, and others involved not for religious reasons but in a spirit of goodwill and common humanity, wanting to educate in a long term and positive way against Islamophobia and anti-semitism, to the benefit of all. Our Patrons are Rt Rev Richard Frith, Bishop of Hull; Imam Mr R.A.Salik, Hull Central Mosque; Bishop Terence Patrick Drainey, Catholic Church.
What do we do?  Multi faith dialogue; discussion meetings on social issues; interfaith awareness raising (eg visits to local places of worship); women’s and young people’s projects; serving as a contact point for educational concerns, social services, and group and individual needs and requests; multi faith trips to the countryside, seeing places of interest, sharing picnics, football, music.
