If there is another Inter Faith Week in England and Wales, I/we have the following suggestions for developing this well:
A huge amount of voluntary work was put in to the 2 Faith Trail walks – organizing 2 Police Community Support Officers to accompany the c.60 people walking on them (part of the Health & Safety Risk Assessment required), organizing the press and radio publicity beforehand and the catering and booking arrangements for the events on the walks, eg opening up the churches and getting guided tours within each, making arrangements for walkers including primary school pupils, people in wheelchairs and with prams, arranging photos including a video DVD made of the first walk, and BBC local radio interviews done on that walk, all this took many hours. Not a penny of financial aid was received from any source: it was all voluntary. I doubt whether any of this will be repeated in future, without some financial support - or even, with it? Costs eg included high visibility vests and a megaphone. Our events’ unexpected popularity, large take-up and success cost money and time (planning committee meetings etc). 

    As for our other I-F Week events, the various talks in Beverley et al could be done again; the event in Leeds (see above re Guest of Honour non-appearance), although enjoyable, cost train and taxi fares that people might not choose to pay again.
